Geographical questions?

•	To find out about locations

How is it changing?How did it get like this?

•	Which continent is it in?
•	What country is it in?
•	What region is it in?
•	Where is it in relation to 

other places?  (How far? Which 
direction?)
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•	 Is the climate affecting it now?
•	 Is erosion or another physical process 

having an effect?
•	 Is the settlement pattern changing?
•	 Is pollution having an effect now?
•	 Is human economic activity having 

an effect now?

•	 Did the climate affect it?
•	 Is it the result of erosion or another 

physical process? For example, 
tectonic activity, weathering?

•	 Is it the result of human settlement?
•	 Has human economic activity 

affected it?
•	 Has pollution affected it?
